demonstrated recent clinical experience, defined as a
minimum of 1 year (full-time equivalent) employment
within the last 5 years as a registered nurse OR a
registered midwife.

Applicants will also be required to meet a number of
immunisarion and compliance requirements, and provide a
valid Police Check and Working with Children Check prior to
undertaking any clinical components of the program.
