1. Excellent track record and high-quality research outputs in one or more of the following areas: (1) design and
construction of innovative structures; (2) digital design for free-form architecture; (3) high-performance
computation, cloud computing, computer programming and graphic user interface; (4) robotic fabrication and
advanced manufacturing technologies.

2. Demonstrated ability to work effectively both as a member of a research team and independently when

required, to meet project outcomes and milestones.

3. Ability to supervise higher degree by research students.

4. Ability to build effective networks with colleagues and generate research funding through effective liaison

with industry and government.

5. Excellent interpersonal and communication skills appropriate for interacting with research students, staff and

external stakeholders, together with a strong commitment to teamwork and multidisciplinary collaboration.
