How to access RMIT systems '

Use your student number and default password
when logging in for the first time.

Your username

Use your student number as your username when accessing RMIT systems.

Your default password

Your default password is the letter ‘p’ (lowercase), followed by your date of birth
backwards (using the format: year, month, day) with an exclamation mark (!) at the end.
Example: if you were born on 30 August 1998 your password would be p19980830!

Password assistance

We recommend you change your default password as soon as possible and set up
your self-service details (mobile phone number and home email address) which will
be used to verify your identity and to reset your password if you forget it.
